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Description

500W RMS Class D power amplifier for general purpose PA and professional audio applications, designed and manufactured in 
Spain. 

Speaker output 100/70V Line (internally configurable) and 8Ω according to external wiring.

The equipment is designed for universal power supply at 110-230 VAC (Main) and 24 VDC (Secondary to batteries), in such a way 
that it can maintain operating even during power cuts in the main AC power supply system. 

It incorporates electronic overload and short-circuit protection at the output as well as overheating protection.

Thanks to its standardised dimensions (standard 19", 1U.), it can be combined with other elements of the UDE range such as 
music sources, preamplifiers, etc., forming an homogeneous compact unit and occupying a minimum of space, its forced 
horizontal ventilation system allows it to be mounted stacked in a rack.

Never 
replace the fuse with a fuse of a higher value than the rated value.
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The factory setting is with the filter on 80Hz-20KHz.
